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CONFLICT OF INTEREST POLICY

Definition

A conflict of interest is defined as an actual or perceived interest by an employee and/or council
member, in an action that results in, or has an appearance of resulting in, personal,
organizational, or professional gain. A conflict of interest occurs when an employee/council

member has a direct or fiduciary interest in another relationship. A conflict of interest could
include:

The definition of conflict of interest includes any bias or the appearance of bias in a decision-

making process that would reflect a duel role played by an employee of the Town of Stoneville
or a member of the council.

Employee
Anyone employed as a full or part-time staff member by the Town of Stoneville
Employee Responsibilities:

It is in the interest of the Town of Stoneville, that employees and council members work to
strengthen the trust and confidence in each other, to expedite resolution of problems, to

mitigate the effect and to minimize organizational and individual stress that can be caused by a
conflict of interest.

Employees and council members are to avoid any conflict of interest, even the appearance of
conflict of interest. The appearance of a conflict of interest can cause an embarrassment and. )
jeopardize the credibility of the Town. Any conflict of interest, potential conflict of interest

and/or appearance of conflict of interest is to be reported to the employee’s supervisor
immediately.

Employees and council members are to maintain independence and objectivity with the
community, citizens and other employees of the Town of Stoneville. Employees and council
members are called to maintain a sense of fairness, civility, ethics and personal integrity even
though law, regulations and/or customs do not require them.





Acceptance of Gifts

Employees, council members and/or members of their inmediate family are prohibited from
accepting gifts, money and/or gratuities from the following:

Persons receiving benefits and/or services from the Town of Stoneville

Any person or organization performing and/or seeking to perform services under a
contract with the Town of Stoneville

Persons who are otherwise in a position to benefit from the actions of any employee
and/or a council member

Employees may, with the written approval of their supervisor, receive honoraria for lectures
and other such activities while on personal time, compensatory time, annual leave or leave
without pay. If an employee is acting in his/her official capacity, honoraria received by the
employee in connection to the activities relating to the employment with the Town of
Stoneville are to be paid to the Town of Stoneville.






Downtown Parking Space Lease Policy

Policy Goal: The Town of Stoneville supports mixed use development of two-story downtown B-1 zoned
buildings. The Council recognizes the shortage of off-street parking downtown and establishes this
policy so a lack of on-site off-street parking does not prevent development of residential units in the
downtown B-1 District.

Policy: The Stoneville Town Council may establish up to ten (10) parking spaces in the Town Hall parking
lot and/or any future town owned parking lots in the downtown area to satisfy the off-street parking
requirements of section 151.105 (D)-(E) of the Stoneville Zoning Ordinance. Parking spaces may be
leased to either building owners who develop residential units in their downtown B-1 properties or
individuals who rent those residential units under the following conditions:

1. Required parking spaces for the mixed use development of downtown B-1 zoned buildings must
be met before a building permit is issued by Town staff.

a.

Owners and/or renters of residential units in downtown B-1 District buildings may reach
an agreement with another private property owner with off-street parking to satisfy the
requirement. A written and signed parking agreement must be presented with the
building permit to satisfy the parking space requirements.

All on-site off-street parking for the building where residential units are being added
must be used before an owner or renter may apply for a leased parking space from the
Town of Stoneville.

If a property owner does not have on-site parking and does not have a renter identified
for a planned residential unit they may execute a lease for the required number of Town
leased parking spaces and fees will not begin until construction / remodeling is
completed and the residential unit is occupied.

2. Fees for downtown B-1 District residential parking spaces in the Town Hall lot will be set by the
Town Council and published at least annually in the Stoneville Schedule of Fees.

3. Leased parking fees must be paid one month in advance with the first two months due when the
lease is established with the exception described in section 1 (c) above.

4. The Town will issue a parking sticker which must be displayed on the left rear window of the
vehicle assigned to a leased space.

5. B-1 District residential parking spaces will be clearly marked and signed. The sign will also
include a warning that vehicles not assigned to the space are subject to being towed at the
owner’s expense.

The Town Council may increase the number of spaces available for downtown B-1 District
residential use but must consider overall parking needs of staff and downtown businesses
customers in making this decision.

ZT-2018-04 Zoning Text Amendment to Chapter 151.086 Allowing Female Chickens Inside
Corporate Limits in RA and RS Districts:
Town Manager Gamble asked Council for any questions or concerns. After much discussion,
Councilman Smith made the motion to adopt this amendment per the Planning Board'’s
recommendation and allow up to six chickens. Motion died for lack of a second.

Amendments to Chapter 93 of Stoneville Town Ordinance Allowing Female Chickens in Stoneville
Corporate Limits-0-2018-04:
Mayor Craddock asked for a motion. Councilman Smith made the motion to adopt. Motion
died for lack of a second.

Stoneville Planning Board Vacancy:
Town Manager Gamble stated that there was a vacancy on the Planning Board due to Natalie
Mitchell (inside member) moving out of district. The Planning Board moved alternate Terry
Evans into the position leaving an opening for an inside alternate. The Planning Board had
no one in mind to fill the position and wants the vacancy to be advertised. Councilman
Farmer made the motion to approve moving Mr. Evans to the inside position and advertise
for an inside alternate board member. Councilman Hundley seconded. Motion carried.

Recommendation for Parks and Recreation Advisory Board Vacancy:
Town Manager Gamble stated that the Parks and Recreation Advisory Board met on
November 5™ to consider a replacement for the seat vacated by Jessica Smith. The Board
recommends that Perry Webster fill this position, which will give the Board 3 inside members
and 3 outside members. Councilman Hundley made the motion to approve. Councilman
Thornton seconded. Motion carried.

Budget Amendment 3:
Finance Officer Dalton explained that this budget amendment addresses donations made to
the Town and the substance tax for a total amount of $49,540.82. Councilman Hundley
made the motion to approve the amendment. Mayor Pro tem Armstrong seconded. Motion
carried. Copy incorporated into the minutes.

State Fire Marshall 50/50 Grant Application:
Fire Chief Brown asked Council for approval to apply for the State 50/50 Grant for more air
packs by using the $26,500.00 received from The McMichael Family Foundation as the Fire
Department’s 50%. Councilman Farmer made the motion to approve the application.
Councilman Smith seconded. Motion carried.
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Town Communications Policy-Immigration and Naturalization Service:
Police Administrative Assistant Webster stated that the Governors Crime Commission
requires each municipality to adopt this policy before we can receive any grant funds.
Councilman Smith made the motion to adopt. Councilman Thornton seconded. Motion
carried. Copy incorporated into the minutes.

Revision to Downtown Pocket Park Design:
Town Manager Gamble explained that part of the original design was to keep the south and
east side free standing walls; however, no brick mason or contractor would quote a price or
guarantee they would remain standing if repaired. The Downtown Core Group
recommended removing these walls by harvesting the brick or use new brick for a waist high
wall around the future deck area depending on cost. Mayor Pro tem Armstrong made the
motion to move forward with the recommendations. Councilman Thornton seconded.
Motion carried. Copy incorporated into the minutes.

Interlocal Water Agreement: Amendment 1:
Town Manager Gamble explained that this agreement will freeze our current water and
sewer rates from the Town of Mayodan for three years beginning January 1, 2019 and
ending December 31, 2021. The Town of Mayodan will continue to calculate the water and
sewer rate annually and advise us by January 31° each year how much we owe them or they
owe us. This gives us sufficient time to incorporate the payment or refund into our
FY2022-2023 Budget. The Town can withdraw from the agreement before the three year
freeze expires with no penalty; however, any amount due to or due from will have to be
settled during the fiscal year the Town withdraws. Councilman Farmer made the motion to
enter into this agreement. Councilman Thornton seconded. Motion carried. Mayor Pro tem
Armstrong voted NAY. Copy incorporated into the minutes.

PD Vehicle:
Town Manager Gamble recognized Councilman Hundley who had asked for this item to be
added to the Agenda. Councilman Hundley stated that the 2010 Dodge Charger that was
deemed surplus at the October 2" meeting be reinstated, fixed and used due to the
shortage of Police Department vehicles at this time. After some discussion, Councilman
Hundley made the motion to remove the 2010 Dodge from surplus and use McMichael funds
to repair.

USDA Project:
Town Manager Gamble stated that all of the sewer line replacements have been completed.
Around 6300 feet of cure in place work started this week and should take around 3 weeks to
complete. The contractor will be working on the new Church Street pump station starting
mid November. The ditch work to address drainage problems in the Mebane St/Glendale St
area should also be completed. We are on track to transfer the construction bond financing
to a USDA loan by the January 20, 2019 maturity date and should complete the entire project
by March 2019. We have several add-ons to the project that are pending approval from
USDA.
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The golf cart signage locations have been marked and waiting approval from NCDOT. Once
we have the approval, we can order the signs. The cost of the signs, installation and
maintenance are at the Town’s expense.

Our first night time Christmas Parade, Stroll and Tree lighting will be November 24" starting
at 12:00 noon, with the tree lighting at 5 pm and Parade starting at 5:30 pm.

STATE OF NORTH CAROLINA AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION
088 OF CHAPTER 151 OF THE ZONING
ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF
STONEVILLE, NORTH CAROLINA

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Town Council of the Town of Stoneville,
North Carolina that the following Section of the Zoning Ordinance of the Town of Stoneville is
hereby amended:

§ 151.088 B-1, BUSINESS, OFFICE AND INSTITUTIONAL DISTRICT.

The regulations for this district are designed to promote high-quality business and office use in
downtown Stoneville. However, the storage of toxic and hazardous materials is prohibited unless
a spill containment plan is implemented.

(A) Permitted uses.

(1) Retail trade: all types of small retail establishments whose operations are conducted
indoors, such as clothing, jewelry, music, sporting goods, groceries and drugs;

(2) Finance: all types of finance, insurance and real estate offices;

(3) Services: all types of small service establishments whose operations are conducted
indoors, such as barber and beauty care, restaurants and bars, shoe repair, laundry and dry
cleaning, and medical and dental offices; and

(4) Institutions: all types of institutions such as churches and non-profit social clubs.
(B) Permitted Use Subject to Use Standards.

(1) Mixed Uses. A “mixed use” refers to the occupancy of a building by residential and
nonresidential uses. Mixed use is permitted provided that any residential units must be located on
the second floor of a mixed use building, and the nonresidential use of such building must occupy
the first floor and otherwise be one of the Permitted Uses set forth in (A) above. Residential unit(s)
may not exceed the total square footage of the nonresidential use. Adequate driveway access and
parking shall be provided for each dwelling unit in accordance with 151.105.
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(C) Dimensional requirements.

(1) No building shall be less than five feet from the right-of-way line of the street. No other
yards are required; except that, where the rear of a lot abuts a residential district, there shall be a
15-foot rear yard and where a lot abuts the side of a lot zoned residential there shall be a side
yard not less than ten feet in width. In all other cases where a side yard, not required, is provided
it shall be at least eight feet in width.

(2) However, when an erosion and sedimentation control plan is required, all development
shall not exceed 24% built-upon area on a project-by-project basis. For projects without a curb
and gutter street system, development shall not exceed 36% built-upon area on a project-by-
project basis. For the purpose of calculating built-upon area, total project area shall include
acreage in the tract on which the project is to be developed.

(D) Off-street parking and loading. As specified in 88 151.105 and 151.106 of this chapter.
