INTERLOCAL WATER AGREEMENT
NORTH CAROLINA

THIS AMENDMENT NO. 1 TO THE INTERLOCAL WATER AGREEMENT
(the “Amendment No. 1”) is made and entered into thisthe __ day of October, 2018, by
and between the TOWN OF MAYODAN, a Municipal Corporation chartered by the State of
North Carolina, (hereinafter referred to as “MAYODAN”) and the TOWN OF
STONEVILLE, a Municipal Corporation chartered by the State of North Carolina,
(hereinafter referred to as “STONEVILLE”) to amend the original Interlocal Water
Agreement executed by the parties on December 2, 2008 (the “Original Agreement,” which is

attached hereto as Exhibit A).

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, Article XII, Section B of the Original Agreement provides that the
rates charged for treated water supplied pursuant thereto shall be adjusted each calendar
year based upon an audit of expenses for operation of MAYODAN’s water system for the

previous fiscal year; and

WHEREAS, MAYODAN and STONEVILLE each believe it to be in their best
interest to amend the Original Agreement in order to fix the rate at which STONEVILLE
shall pay MAYODAN for all treated water furnished by MAYODAN to

STONEVILLE for the period from 2019-2021;

WHEREAS, Article XV of the Original Agreement provides that the Original
Agreement may be amended by a written agreement authorized by the governing bodies
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of each of the parties and signed by their respective authorized representatives; and

WHEREAS, the parties have agreed to enter into this Amendment No. 1 to formalize

their respective duties and obligations in such regard.

NOW, THEREFORE, for good and valuable consideration, the receipt and
sufficiency of which the parties hereby acknowledge, MAYODAN and STONEVILLE agree

as follows:

1. Article X11 of the Original Agreement is hereby amended by adding the following at

the end of Section B:

“C.  Three-Year Rate Freeze. Effective as of January 1, 2019, STONEVILLE
shall pay MAYODAN (1) at a rate of $2.28 per 1000 gallons of water for all treated
water furnished and (2) at a rate of $1.66 per 1000 gallons of sewer (such fixed rates, the
“Rate Freeze”). The Rate Freeze shall continue to be in effect for a period of three (3)
consecutive years from its effective date, ending at 11:59 PM on December 31, 2021
(such period, the “Rate Freeze Term”). The rates included in the Rate Freeze are based
on the 2018 established rates of $2.28 per 1000 gallons of treated water furnished and
$1.66 per 1000 gallons of sewer. In lieu of modifying the rates included in the Rate
Freeze pursuant to Article XII, Section B, MAYODAN and STONEVILLE agree to the
following:

(1) On the first day of each year during the Rate Freeze Term, MAYODAN
shall provide STONEVILLE with a statement setting forth (1) the rates that would,
absent the Rate Freeze, serve as the adjusted rates for treated water and sewer (the
“Adjusted Rates”), calculated based on the audit of operating expenses incurred by the
MAYODAN water system in the previous year, pursuant to the terms of Article XIlI,
Section B, together with such schedules and data with respect to the determination of
the Adjusted Rates as may be reasonably appropriate to support such calculation and (2)
the Adjustment Amount for the previous year, if any ((1) and (2), the “Initial
Calculation”).

(2) Within 30 days after receipt by STONEVILLE of the Initial Calculation,
STONEVILLE may deliver to MAYODAN a written notice (the “Calculation Notice”)
either (i) advising MAYODAN that STONEVILLE agrees with and accepts the Initial
Calculation or (ii) setting forth an explanation in reasonable detail of those items in the
Initial Calculation that STONEVILLE disputes and of what STONEVILLE believes is
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the correct calculation of the Adjusted Rates (a “Disputed Calculation”). If
STONEVILLE does not submit a Calculation Notice within the 30-day period provided
herein, then the Initial Calculation shall become final and shall not be subject to further
review, challenge or adjustment. If MAYODAN shall concur with the Calculation
Notice, or if MAYODAN shall not object to the Calculation Notice in a writing
received by STONEVILLE within 30 days after MAYODAN’s receipt of the
Calculation Notice, the Initial Calculation shall become final and shall not be subject to
further review challenge or adjustment. If the parties are unable to resolve any disputes
regarding the Initial Calculation, then the parties may, by mutual agreement, hire and
evenly share the cost of a recognized firm of independent financial experts whose
determination as to the Initial Calculation shall be final and binding and not subject to
further review.

(3) If the Adjustment Amount for any year during the Rate Freeze Term is
positive, then STONEVILLE shall pay MAYODAN an amount equal to the Adjustment
Amount. Any sums due to MAYODAN pursuant to this subsection by the other party
shall be payable on or by July 1, 2022.

(4) If the Adjustment Amount for any year during the Rate Freeze Term is
negative, then MAYODAN shall pay STONEVILLE an amount equal to the
Adjustment Amount. Any sums due to STONEVILLE pursuant to this subsection by
the other party shall be payable on or by July 1, 2022.

(5) No later than January 31, 2022, MAYODAN will provide STONEVILLE
with a statement setting forth the sum of the Adjustment Amounts for the three years
during the Rate Freeze Term (such statement, the “Adjustment Statement”). Any sums
due to STONEVILLE or MAYODAN by the other party shall be payable on or by July
1, 2022.

(6) For the purposes of this Article XII, “Adjustment Amount” means the sum
of (x) the product of the Adjusted Rate for water for any year during the Rate Freeze
Term (a “Rate Freeze Year”) and the total gallons of water (in thousands) furnished by
MAYODAN during such year and (y) the product of the Adjusted Rate for sewer for
such Rate Freeze Year and the total gallons of sewer (in thousands) furnished by
MAYODAN minus (z) the amount payable by STONEVILLE to MAYODAN for water
and sewer during such Rate Freeze Year under the Rate Freeze (the “Fixed Rate
Amount”).

D. Termination of the Three-Year Rate Freeze. STONEVILLE has the
option to terminate the Rate Freeze at any point before January 1, 2022. Upon
termination, MAYODAN shall provide STONEVILLE with a final accounting and an
invoice of all amounts owed and/or to be paid as of the date of termination. The
financial accounting and invoice shall be provided to STONEVILLE no later than one
month after the date of termination. STONEVILLE and/or MAYODAN shall then have
one month from the receipt of the final accounting and invoice to make any payments
due.”






2. Article XXII of the Original Agreement is hereby amended by adding the following
at the end of Section B:

“C.  Preaudit & Purchasing Policy. Per NCGS § 159-28, no contract with a
local government requiring the payment of any public funds is valid unless properly
preaudited in the manner required by said statute. Failure to obtain a preaudit upon the
contract makes it invalid and unenforceable per state law. In accordance with the
foregoing, the designated officer from STONEVILLE hereby makes the following
certification regarding the Original Agreement and this Amendment No. 1:

This instrument has been preaudited in the manner required by the Local
Government Budget and Fiscal Control Act.

3. Except as specified herein, all terms and conditions of the Original Agreement shall
remain unchanged and in full force and effect. Any reference to the Original Agreement shall
mean the Original Agreement as amended hereby.

4. This Amendment No. 1 shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the
laws of the State of North Carolina, without regard to the conflict of laws provisions thereof.

5. This Amendment No. 1 may be executed (including by facsimile or email of a .pdf
attachment) in any number of counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an original, but all
of which together will constitute but one and the same instrument. The parties hereto may
deliver this Amendment No. 1 by facsimile or email of a .pdf attachment, and each party shall
be permitted to rely upon the signatures so transmitted to the same extent and effect as if they
were original signatures.

AMENDMENT TO TITLE IX: GENERAL REGULATIONS, CHAPTER 93 — ANIMALS,
SECTIONS 93.01, DEFINITIONS, 93.06, ROOSTERS AND CHICKENS, AND 93.99,
PENALTY

AMENDMENT TO TITLE XV: LAND USAGE, CHAPTER 151 - DISTRICT
REGULATIONS, SECTION 151.086, RA, RESIDENTIAL AGRICULTURAL DISTRICT

WHEREAS, the keeping of female chickens in the corporate limits is a common practice in
almost every municipality in Rockingham County; and

WHEREAS, raising female chickens can provide families with organic meat and eggs free of
hormones and GMO; and

WHEREAS, caring for female chickens can provide valuable educational benefits for children;
and

WHEREAS, the Town Council of the Town of Stoneville wishes for the changes to be effective
upon adoption.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED by the Town Council of the Town of Stoneville that
Chapter 93 — Animals in the Stoneville Town Ordinance be amended as it appears below:

Title IX: GENERAL REGULATIONS

Chapter 93 - ANIMALS

§93.01 DEFINITIONS

LIVESTOCK. All equine species, including horses, ponies, donkeys and mules; all bovine
species, including cows and cattle; all ruminates, including goats and sheep; roosters, ducks and
turkeys, and all other animals, including bees and non-plant life, that typically are kept primarily for
productive or useful purposes rather than as pets. For purposes of this chapter, none of the above
listed species or animals may be considered to be pets. Female chickens are specifically excluded
from this definition.

(Ord. passed 8-1-2006; Ord. passed 11-13-2018) Penalty, see § 93.99
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§93.06 ROOSTERS & CHICKENS.

a) Roosters.

1) The Town Council finds that the noise and disturbance associated with the keeping of
roosters by individuals, corporations or entities within the Town’s corporate limits
constitutes a nuisance.

2) No person corporation or entity may cause, suffer or permit roosters to be kept on any
property situated within the corporate limits of the Town.

b) It shall be unlawful for any person to keep more than twenty (20) female chickens within the
corporate limits of the Town.

c) Female chickens must be kept at a minimum of 100 feet from the dwelling house of another
person. Female chickens must be confined and quartered within a fenced enclosure. It shall
be unlawful for any person to permit any female chicken to be at large in the Town.

d) All chicken houses and lots must be maintained in a clean and sanitary condition at all times.
Waste shall not be permitted to accumulate, but shall be removed and disposed of in a
sanitary and lawful manner.

e) It shall be unlawful to raise female chickens for commercial purposes within the corporate
limits of the Town.

f) Female chickens will only be permitted in the RA, Residential Agriculture, or RS,
Residential Suburban, districts.

(Ord. passed 8-1-2006; Ord. passed 11-13-2018) Penalty, see § 93.99

§93.99 PENALTY

(B) (1) Violation of § 93.03 of this chapter is a Class 3 misdemeanor which is punishable by a
maximum fine not to exceed $200 or imprisonment or both.

(3) The owner of female chickens not kept in compliance with § 93.06, if fined three or more
times pursuant to subsection (B)(1) above, then the female chickens may be seized by law
enforcement.

Subject: Core Group Recommendation to Change Downtown Pocket Park Design

The Town Council approved the Downtown Pocket final design at its September 5, 2017 regular
meeting. The design included incorporating the east and south walls of the building with the partial roof
into the design rather than removing them. | have contacted numerous brick masons in the Rockingham
County area but have been unable to get anyone interested in providing a quote to stabilize the
brickwork so the remainder of the roof can be removed and the deck installed. | recently contacted a
commercial contractor who agreed to come out and provide an unofficial estimate for the work. The
contractor advised that the Town could spend up to $100,000 just stabilizing the walls, one of which has
an obvious tilt, and doubted any contractor would guarantee the structural integrity.

| brought this information back to the Core Group on October 18, 2018. The consensus of the
group was that the two walls in question be demolished and a waist high brick wall be installed around
the deck included in the original design. The group also recommended that estimates be obtained with
the price of harvesting the brick and reusing it as well as a full demolition with new bricks used for the
wall.

| am requesting that the Town approve the design change the Core Group recommends and
obtain quotes for both harvesting existing bricks as well as using new bricks for the wall around the
deck.






TOWN POLICY REGARDING COMMUNICATIONS WITH IMMIGRATION AND NAUTRALIZATION

SERVICE (HOMELAND SECURITY)

A. IN GENERAL

Notwithstanding any other provision of Federal, State or local law, neither the Town of
Stoneville nor its elected officials and staff may prohibit, or in any way restrict, any government
entity or official from sending to, or receiving from, the Immigration and Naturalization Service
(Homeland Security) information regarding the citizenship or immigration status, lawful or
unlawful, of any individual.

ADDITIONAL AUTHORITY OF THE TOWN OF STONEVILLE

Notwithstanding any other provision of Federal, State of Local Law, no person or agency may
prohibit, or in any way restrict, a Federal, State, and/or Local Government entity from doing any
of the following with the respect to information regarding the immigration status, lawful or
unlawful, of any individual:

1. Sending such information to, or requesting or receiving such information from, the
Immigration and Naturalization Service, (Homeland Security)

Maintaining such information.

Exchanging such information with any other Federal, State, and/or Local
Government entity.

OBLIGATION TO RESPOND TO INQUIRIES

The Immigration and Naturalization Service (Homeland Security) shall respond to any inquiry by
a Federal, State, and/or Local government agency, seeking to verify or ascertain the citizenship

or immigration status of any individual within the Jurisdiction of the Town of Stoneville, for any
purpose authorized by law, by providing the request verification or status information.

088 OF CHAPTER 151 OF THE ZONING
ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF
STONEVILLE, NORTH CAROLINA

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Town Council of the Town of Stoneville,
North Carolina that the following Section of the Zoning Ordinance of the Town of Stoneville is
hereby amended:

§ 151.088 B-1, BUSINESS, OFFICE AND INSTITUTIONAL DISTRICT.

The regulations for this district are designed to promote high-quality business and office use in
downtown Stoneville. However, the storage of toxic and hazardous materials is prohibited unless
a spill containment plan is implemented.

(A) Permitted uses.

(1) Retail trade: all types of small retail establishments whose operations are conducted
indoors, such as clothing, jewelry, music, sporting goods, groceries and drugs;

(2) Finance: all types of finance, insurance and real estate offices;

(3) Services: all types of small service establishments whose operations are conducted
indoors, such as barber and beauty care, restaurants and bars, shoe repair, laundry and dry
cleaning, and medical and dental offices; and

(4) Institutions: all types of institutions such as churches and non-profit social clubs.
(B) Permitted Use Subject to Use Standards.

(1) Mixed Uses. A “mixed use” refers to the occupancy of a building by residential and
nonresidential uses. Mixed use is permitted provided that any residential units must be located on
the second floor of a mixed use building, and the nonresidential use of such building must occupy
the first floor and otherwise be one of the Permitted Uses set forth in (A) above. Residential unit(s)
may not exceed the total square footage of the nonresidential use. Adequate driveway access and
parking shall be provided for each dwelling unit in accordance with 151.105.
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(C) Dimensional requirements.

(1) No building shall be less than five feet from the right-of-way line of the street. No other
yards are required; except that, where the rear of a lot abuts a residential district, there shall be a
15-foot rear yard and where a lot abuts the side of a lot zoned residential there shall be a side
yard not less than ten feet in width. In all other cases where a side yard, not required, is provided
it shall be at least eight feet in width.

(2) However, when an erosion and sedimentation control plan is required, all development
shall not exceed 24% built-upon area on a project-by-project basis. For projects without a curb
and gutter street system, development shall not exceed 36% built-upon area on a project-by-
project basis. For the purpose of calculating built-upon area, total project area shall include
acreage in the tract on which the project is to be developed.

(D) Off-street parking and loading. As specified in 88 151.105 and 151.106 of this chapter.
