Answer: To continue to provide a deviated fixed route service to primarily elderly and
disabled citizens in the area of Western Rockingham, particularly the townships of
Stoneville, Madison and Mayodan. It is the townships’ goals collaboratively to
contract service with the community transportation system in Rockingham County and
to the continue the very successful routes that were begun in May 2015. The deviated
fixed route includes pick up an drop locations specifically targeting the Elderly and
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Disabled population including apartment complexes, livelihood necessities such as the
grocery store, pharmacy, medical facilities and other retail areas. The need for this
route is evident through its current ridership and impact on the community in Western
Rockingham. Citizens who were once without transportation are now mobile and the
mission to live independently at home is being fulfilled.

Describe the intended service area that will benefit from your proposed project.
Include pertinent demographic information about the service area in your
answer.

Answer: Exploring county wide deviated fixed routes was a top priority in both the
original version of the Locally Coordinated Plan in 2009 as well as the approved
revisions in the years following. In the American Community Survey results of 2010,
approximately 14,298 people in Rockingham County are documented disabled (9,216 are
adults between the ages of 18-64 and 5,712 are adults 65 years of age or older) and
approximately 21, 338 (22.7% of the county’s total population) are 60 years of age or
older. It is very likely that these individuals do not have vehicles or access to vehicles
to perform everyday errands or activities. As Rockingham County continues to thrive
on becoming an aging county, the unmet transportation needs will grow.

Describe the mobility options the seniors and/or individuals with disabilities in
this service area have now and discuss how these are insufficient and/or
inappropriate. If public transportation is unavailable to the targeted
populations, how are they getting to life-sustaining, social and recreational
activities without it?

Answer: Public Transportation is provided in this area to seniors and/or individuals
with disabilities using the county’s coordinated community transportation system
which provides demand response service. The demand response servicef is utilized
greatly in Western Rockingham, however there is a reservation scheduling notice of at
least 72 hours before and appointment and there is very little transportation available
to grocery stores or other non medical needs due in part to funding restrictions. It is the
combined Cities’ hope that with the deviated fixed route service described in this
proposal, citizens in Western Rockingham will have greater options of getting out and
about.

Answer: This grant proposal will allow the Western Rockingham Cities to continue
the deviated fixed route service which has established pick up and drop off locations at
several Elderly and Disabled Housing/Apartment Complexes. The current route in its
initiation, which is fluid and changes as needs arise, has 14 stops that allow for grocery
shopping, nutrition services, Center for Active Retirement, exercise, retail, medical and
socialization. According to studies done following trends of age population in
Rockingham County, the age demographic of 60 to 74 is increasing continuously and as
increased an average of 19.1% in the last ten years. It is obvious that with a greater
elderly and/or disabled population, more services designed to accommodate their daily
skills and keep them aging at home are necessary. Although specifically targeted at
providing transportation to elderly and disabled citizens of Western Rockingham
County, the deviated fixed route will also be open to the general public.

Answer: This project will definitely coordinate with local health and human servicef
agencies as well as government on the city and county level. The Western Rockingham
Cities as grantee will partner immediately with the county’s existing coordinated
transportation systemto provide the deviated fixed route service. It is also the intent,
that the routes will begin to relieve some of the financial burden of non emergency
medical transportation provided by Medicaid service providers (Transit and Emergency
Mananagment Personnel) and a significant decrease in costs to Medicaid will be seen.
Citizens of Western Rockingham County will not have to use the lack of accessible
transportation as an excuse to not seek health care and livelihood sustaining activities.

Answer: Upon notification of being awarded this grant, the collaboration of cities will
initiate a contract with the county’s coordinated transit system for purchase of service.
The collaboration administration office, along side the director of transportation with
the coordinated transit system, will be responsible for the oversight of the grant and
making sure that eligible citizens receive a sort of identification card to ensure
accessibility and accuracy of grant reporting on the deviated fixed route. Public forums
will be held throughout the year to gain public input on route modifications and a
representative from the Cities” administration office will continue to serve on the
county’s Transportation Advisory Board. On going conversations will occur with
facilities interested in supporting a bus stop and advertising for the route. We believe
that the partnership between the Western Rockingham cities and the coordinated
transit system will be strong and will allow for a unique collaboration of resources.

Answer: The Western Rockingham Cities will continuously monitor the relationship
with the coordinated transit system and the scope of this project. It will set forth
benchmarks that should be achieved and will be evaluated on a monthly basis by
administrative staff representing both entities. The health and human service agencies
engaged in this project will set forth standards that will need to be met as well and
those will be visited quarterly at the Transportatin Advisory Board meetings. Using
the strengths and wisdom gained from other municipalities and the coordinated transit
system, the Cities’ collaboration will be able to decipher whether our goal of providing
service primarily to the aging and disabled population who needs it, is being accurately
melt.

Answer: This project is not directly related to any other project that the Western
Rockingham cities’ operate. This project is an extension of one begun by the county’s
coordinated transit system but will be operated in a different capacity than previously.

Answer: The Western Rockingham Cities’ supports the idea and implementation of the
deviated fixed route in the area of Madison, Mayodan and Stoneville proper and will
continue the service as best as financially able through city budget fund balances,
advertising revenue, partnerships with other agencies, letters of interest and grant
applications to local foundations, fare revenue, etc.

Answer: The collaboration of cities’ organizational mission is to help its citizens and
provide services in areas of interest and need. The partnership with the county’s
coordinated community transit system will enhance the quality of life for individuals
by empowering them to achieve optimum health and well being, independence and
participation in the community. This project will succeed in promoting local economy,
local participation in the community and healthier living. It is the intent that this
project will allow aging citizens to stay longer in their residences and not put burdens
on the state’s financial ability to place these folks in assisted living homes.

15. Describe the applicant’s preparedness to manage the project and/or the applicant’s
technical capacity to provide the proposed transportation service.

Answer: The Western Rockingham cities, by partnering with the county’s coordinated
transit system, will be able to manage this grant and its reports with ease. The
contracted service provider has been providing transportation for over 20 years and has
been deemed the lead transportation agency for the county by the commissioners in
1997. The service provider has been operating and managing a similar 5310 grant award
and will be instrumental in making sure that this project is monitored with efficiency
and accuracy.

Answer: The existing office staff in the Finance Department at the Town of Stoneville,
Town of Mayodan and Town of Madison and the key personnel already on staff at the
county’s coordinated transit system are ready and able to undertake reporting, data
collection and overall management of the grant.

Answer: The City of Stoneville, representing the Western Rockingham cities’
collaboration, will manage risk and provide for safe delivery of services while
collaborating with the county’s coordinated transit system, which already does this on
a daily basis with its existing fleet under Section 5311 and Section 5310 funding. Under
the guidance of NCDOT, partnering governing bodies, health and human service
agencies and the transit provider, the collaboration of cities will closely monitor the
delivery of transportation services, acknowledge and work towards improvement of
areas noted, follow all safety regulations and training and make sure that the targeted
audience for this grant is reached.

Describe how the transit system intends to seek reimbursement for the services. Ifitis a
trip-based reimbursement, service solely inside the urbanized area cannot be funded
with 5310 through PTD. Monthly/quarterly document of trip origins and destination XY
coordinates (truncated to 2 decimals points to protect privacy) will be required.

If it is a route-based reimbursement, the majority of miles and hours of the route must be
outside the urbanized area. The typical route and deviation area must be submitted
before service begins. Any changes in the route and deviation area need to receive pre-
approval.

Answer: The transit system will be reimbursed on a negotiated trip based rate with
quarterly trip documents provided to both the townships and NCDOT. Deviations will
occur % of a mile from the template route and the website is consistently maintained to
reflect route changes and additions.

§ 143-129. Procedure for letting of public contracts.

(a) Bidding Required. — No construction or repair work requiring the estimated
expenditure of public money in an amount equal to or more than five hundred thousand dollars
($500,000) or purchase of apparatus, supplies, materials, or equipment requiring an estimated
expenditure of public money in an amount equal to or more than ninety thousand dollars
($90,000) may be performed, nor may any contract be awarded therefor, by any board or
governing body of the State, or of any institution of the State government, or of any political
subdivision of the State, unless the provisions of this section are complied with; provided that
The University of North Carolina and its constituent institutions may award contracts for
construction or repair work that requires an estimated expenditure of less than five hundred
thousand dollars ($500,000) without complying with the provisions of this section.

For purchases of apparatus, supplies, materials, or equipment, the governing body of any
political subdivision of the State may, subject to any restriction as to dollar amount, or other
conditions that the governing body elects to impose, delegate to the manager, school
superintendent, chief purchasing official, or other employee the authority to award contracts,
reject bids, or readvertise to receive bids on behalf of the unit. Any person to whom authority is
delegated under this subsection shall comply with the requirements of this Article that would
otherwise apply to the governing body.

(b) Advertisement and Letting of Contracts. — Where the contract is to be let by a board
or governing body of the State government or of a State institution, proposals shall be invited
by advertisement in a newspaper having general circulation in the State of North Carolina.
Where the contract is to be let by a political subdivision of the State, proposals shall be invited
by advertisement in a newspaper having general circulation in the political subdivision or by
electronic means, or both. A decision to advertise solely by electronic means, whether for
particular contracts or generally for all contracts that are subject to this Article, shall be
approved by the governing board of the political subdivision of the State at a regular meeting of
the board.

The advertisements for bidders required by this section shall appear at a time where at least
seven full days shall lapse between the date on which the notice appears and the date of the
opening of bids. The advertisement shall: (i) state the time and place where plans and
specifications of proposed work or a complete description of the apparatus, supplies, materials,
or equipment may be had; (ii) state the time and place for opening of the proposals; and (iii)
reserve to the board or governing body the right to reject any or all proposals.

Proposals may be rejected for any reason determined by the board or governing body to be
in the best interest of the unit. However, the proposal shall not be rejected for the purpose of
evading the provisions of this Article. No board or governing body of the State or political
subdivision thereof may assume responsibility for construction or purchase contracts, or
guarantee the payments of labor or materials therefor except under provisions of this Article.

All proposals shall be opened in public and the board or governing body shall award the
contract to the lowest responsible bidder or bidders, taking into consideration quality,
performance and the time specified in the proposals for the performance of the contract.

In the event the lowest responsible bids are in excess of the funds available for the project
or purchase, the responsible board or governing body is authorized to enter into negotiations
with the lowest responsible bidder above mentioned, making reasonable changes in the plans
and specifications as may be necessary to bring the contract price within the funds available,
and may award a contract to such bidder upon recommendation of the Department of
Administration in the case of the State government or of a State institution or agency, or upon
recommendation of the responsible commission, council or board in the case of a subdivision
of the State, if such bidder will agree to perform the work or provide the apparatus, supplies,
materials, or equipment at the negotiated price within the funds available therefor. If a contract
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cannot be let under the above conditions, the board or governing body is authorized to
readvertise, as herein provided, after having made such changes in plans and specifications as
may be necessary to bring the cost of the project or purchase within the funds available
therefor. The procedure above specified may be repeated if necessary in order to secure an
acceptable contract within the funds available therefor.

No proposal for construction or repair work may be considered or accepted by said board or
governing body unless at the time of its filing the same shall be accompanied by a deposit with
said board or governing body of cash, or a cashier's check, or a certified check on some bank or
trust company insured by the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation in an amount equal to not
less than five percent (5%) of the proposal. In lieu of making the cash deposit as above
provided, such bidder may file a bid bond executed by a corporate surety licensed under the
laws of North Carolina to execute such bonds, conditioned that the surety will upon demand
forthwith make payment to the obligee upon said bond if the bidder fails to execute the contract
in accordance with the bid bond. This deposit shall be retained if the successful bidder fails to
execute the contract within 10 days after the award or fails to give satisfactory surety as
required herein.

Bids shall be sealed and the opening of an envelope or package with knowledge that it
contains a bid or the disclosure or exhibition of the contents of any bid by anyone without the
permission of the bidder prior to the time set for opening in the invitation to bid shall constitute
a Class 1 misdemeanor.

(c) Contract Execution and Security. — All contracts to which this section applies shall
be executed in writing. The board or governing body shall require the person to whom the
award of a contract for construction or repair work is made to furnish bond as required by
Article 3 of Chapter 44A; or require a deposit of money, certified check or government
securities for the full amount of said contract to secure the faithful performance of the terms of
said contract and the payment of all sums due for labor and materials in a manner consistent
with Article 3 of Chapter 44A; and the contract shall not be altered except by written agreement
of the contractor and the board or governing body. The surety bond or deposit required herein
shall be deposited with the board or governing body for which the work is to be performed.
When a deposit, other than a surety bond, is made with the board or governing body, the board
or governing body assumes all the liabilities, obligations and duties of a surety as provided in
Article 3 of Chapter 44A to the extent of said deposit.

The owning agency or the Department of Administration, in contracts involving a State
agency, and the owning agency or the governing board, in contracts involving a political
subdivision of the State, may reject the bonds of any surety company against which there is
pending any unsettled claim or complaint made by a State agency or the owning agency or
governing board of any political subdivision of the State arising out of any contract under
which State funds, in contracts with the State, or funds of political subdivisions of the State, in
contracts with such political subdivision, were expended, provided such claim or complaint has
been pending more than 180 days.

(d) Use of Unemployment Relief Labor. — Nothing in this section shall operate so as to
require any public agency to enter into a contract which will prevent the use of unemployment
relief labor paid for in whole or in part by appropriations or funds furnished by the State or
federal government.

(e) Exceptions. — The requirements of this Article do not apply to:

(1) The purchase, lease, or other acquisition of any apparatus, supplies,
materials, or equipment from: (i) the United States of America or any agency
thereof; or (i) any other government unit or agency thereof within the
United States. The Secretary of Administration or the governing board of
any political subdivision of the State may designate any officer or employee
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of the State or political subdivision to enter a bid or bids in its behalf at any
sale of apparatus, supplies, materials, equipment, or other property owned
by: (i) the United States of America or any agency thereof; or (ii) any other
governmental unit or agency thereof within the United States. The Secretary
of Administration or the governing board of any political subdivision of the
State may authorize the officer or employee to make any partial or down
payment or payment in full that may be required by regulations of the
governmental unit or agency disposing of the property.
Cases of special emergency involving the health and safety of the people or
their property.
Purchases made through a competitive bidding group purchasing program,
which is a formally organized program that offers competitively obtained
purchasing services at discount prices to two or more public agencies.
Construction or repair work undertaken during the progress of a construction
or repair project initially begun pursuant to this section.
Purchase of gasoline, diesel fuel, alcohol fuel, motor oil, fuel oil, or natural
gas. These purchases are subject to G.S. 143-131.
Purchases of apparatus, supplies, materials, or equipment when: (i)
performance or price competition for a product are not available; (ii) a
needed product is available from only one source of supply; or (iii)
standardization or compatibility is the overriding consideration.
Notwithstanding any other provision of this section, the governing board of a
political subdivision of the State shall approve the purchases listed in the
preceding sentence prior to the award of the contract.

In the case of purchases by hospitals, in addition to the other exceptions
in this subsection, the provisions of this Article shall not apply when: (i) a
particular medical item or prosthetic appliance is needed; (ii) a particular
product is ordered by an attending physician for his patients; (iii) additional
products are needed to complete an ongoing job or task; (iv) products are
purchased for "over-the-counter" resale; (v) a particular product is needed or
desired for experimental, developmental, or research work; or (vi)
equipment is already installed, connected, and in service under a lease or
other agreement and the governing body of the hospital determines that the
equipment should be purchased. The governing body of a hospital shall keep
a record of all purchases made pursuant to this subdivision. These records
are subject to public inspection.
Purchases of information technology through contracts established by the
Department of Information Technology as provided in Article 15 of Chapter
143B of the General Statutes.
Guaranteed energy savings contracts, which are governed by Article 3B of
Chapter 143 of the General Statutes.
Purchases from contracts established by the State or any agency of the State,
if the contractor is willing to extend to a political subdivision of the State the
same or more favorable prices, terms, and conditions as established in the
State contract.
Purchases of apparatus, supplies, materials, or equipment from contracts
established by the United States of America or any federal agency, if the
contractor is willing to extend to a political subdivision of the State the same
or more favorable prices, terms, and conditions as established in the federal
contract.
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(10)  Purchase of used apparatus, supplies, materials, or equipment. For purposes
of this subdivision, remanufactured, refabricated or demo apparatus,
supplies, materials, or equipment are not included in the exception. A demo
item is one that is used for demonstration and is sold by the manufacturer or
retailer at a discount.

(11)  Contracts by a public entity with a construction manager at risk executed
pursuant to G.S. 143-128.1.

(2) Waiver of Bidding for Previously Bid Contracts. — When the governing board of
any political subdivision of the State, or the person to whom authority has been delegated under
subsection (a) of this section, determines that it is in the best interest of the unit, the
requirements of this section may be waived for the purchase of apparatus, supplies, materials,
or equipment from any person or entity that has, within the previous 12 months, after having
completed a public, formal bid process substantially similar to that required by this Article,
contracted to furnish the apparatus, supplies, materials, or equipment to:

(1) The United States of America or any federal agency;

(2) The State of North Carolina or any agency or political subdivision of the
State; or

3) Any other state or any agency or political subdivision of that state, if the
person or entity is willing to furnish the items at the same or more favorable
prices, terms, and conditions as those provided under the contract with the
other unit or agency. Notwithstanding any other provision of this section,
any purchase made under this subsection shall be approved by the governing
body of the purchasing political subdivision of the State at a regularly
scheduled meeting of the governing body no fewer than 10 days after
publication of notice that a waiver of the bid procedure will be considered in
order to contract with a qualified supplier pursuant to this section. Notice
may be published in a newspaper having general circulation in the political
subdivision or by electronic means, or both. A decision to publish notice
solely by electronic means for a particular contract or for all contracts under
this subsection shall be approved by the governing board of the political
subdivision. Rules issued by the Secretary of Administration pursuant to
G.S. 143-49(6) shall apply with respect to participation in State term
contracts.

(h) Transportation Authority Purchases. — Notwithstanding any other provision of this
section, any board or governing body of any regional public transportation authority, hereafter
referred to as a "RPTA," created pursuant to Article 26 of Chapter 160A of the General
Statutes, or a regional transportation authority, hereafter referred to as a "RTA," created
pursuant to Article 27 of Chapter 160A of the General Statutes, may approve the entering into
of any contract for the purchase, lease, or other acquisition of any apparatus, supplies,
materials, or equipment without competitive bidding and without meeting the requirements of
subsection (b) of this section if the following procurement by competitive proposal (Request
for Proposal) method is followed.

The competitive proposal method of procurement is normally conducted with more than
one source submitting an offer or proposal. Either a fixed price or cost reimbursement type
contract is awarded. This method of procurement is generally used when conditions are not
appropriate for the use of sealed bids. If this procurement method is used, all of the following
requirements apply:
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(1) Requests for proposals shall be publicized. All evaluation factors shall be
identified along with their relative importance.

(2) Proposals shall be solicited from an adequate number of qualified sources.

3) RPTAs or RTAs shall have a method in place for conducting technical
evaluations of proposals received and selecting awardees, with the goal of
promoting fairness and competition without requiring strict adherence to
specifications or price in determining the most advantageous proposal.

(4) The award may be based upon initial proposals without further discussion or
negotiation or, in the discretion of the evaluators, discussions or negotiations
may be conducted either with all offerors or with those offerors determined
to be within the competitive range, and one or more revised proposals or a
best and final offer may be requested of all remaining offerors. The details
and deficiencies of an offeror's proposal may not be disclosed to other
offerors during any period of negotiation or discussion.

(5) The award shall be made to the responsible firm whose proposal is most
advantageous to the RPTA's or the RTA's program with price and other
factors considered.

The contents of the proposals shall not be public records until 14 days before the award of
the contract.

The board or governing body of the RPTA or the RTA shall, at the regularly scheduled
meeting, by formal motion make findings of fact that the procurement by competitive proposal
(Request for Proposals) method of procuring the particular apparatus, supplies, materials, or
equipment is the most appropriate acquisition method prior to the issuance of the requests for
proposals and shall by formal motion certify that the requirements of this subsection have been
followed before approving the contract.

Nothing in this subsection subjects a procurement by competitive proposal under this
subsection to G.S. 143-49, 143-52, or 143-53.

RPTAs and RTAs may adopt regulations to implement this subsection.

(1) Procedure for Letting of Public Contracts. — The Department of Transportation
("DOT"), The University of North Carolina and its constituent institutions ("UNC"), and the
Department of Administration ("DOA") shall monitor all projects in those agencies and
institutions that are let without a performance or payment bond to determine the number of
defaults on those projects, the cost to complete each defaulted project, and each project's
contract price. Beginning March 1, 2011, and annually thereafter, DOT, UNC, and DOA shall
report this information to the Joint Legislative Committee on Governmental Operations.

() [Use of E-Verify Required. —] No contract subject to this section may be awarded
by any board or governing body of the State, institution of State government, or any political
subdivision of the State unless the contractor and the contractor's subcontractors comply with
the requirements of Article 2 of Chapter 64 of the General Statutes.

Minutes: Mayor Craddock asked for a motion to approve the Minutes from the last
meetings.

New Business:

National Manufacturing Week Proclamation:
Mr. Adam Mark described the events that would be occurring during the month of October
to celebrate National Manufacturing Day. After some discussion, Mayor Craddock asked for
a motion to approve the proclamation. Councilman Hundley made the motion. Councilman
Smith seconded. Motion carried. Copy incorporated into the minutes.

Resolution Adopting CDBG Compliance Plans:
Town Engineer Lester explained that these documents are in accordance with established

The procedures herein are written to reduce potable water demand and supplement
existing drinking water supplies whenever existing water supply sources are inadequate
to meet current demands for potable water.

|. Authorization

The Stoneville Town Manager shall enact the following water shortage response
provisions whenever the trigger conditions outlined in Section IV are met.

[l. Notification

The following notification methods will be used to inform water system employees and
customers of a water shortage declaration: employee e-mail announcements, notices at
municipal buildings, notices in water bills. Required water shortage response measures
will be communicated through PSA announcements on local radio and cable stations
and the town website (www.town.stoneville.nc.us). Declaration of emergency water
restrictions or water rationing will be communicated to all customers by telephone.

lll. Levels of Response

Five levels of water shortage response are outlined in the table below. The five levels of
water shortage response are: voluntary reductions, mandatory reductions | and II,
emergency reductions and water rationing. A detailed description of each response
level and corresponding water reduction measures follow below.

integrity.
5 Water Water supply conditions are substantially diminished and

Rationing remaining supplies must be allocated to preserve human
health and environmental integrity.

In Stage 1, Voluntary Reductions, all water users will be asked to reduce their normal
water use by 5%. Customer education and outreach programs will encourage water
conservation and efficiency measures including: irrigating landscapes a maximum of
one inch per week; preventing water waste, runoff and watering impervious surfaces;
watering plants deeply to encourage root growth; washing only full loads in clothes and
dishwashers; using spring-loaded nozzles on garden hoses; and identifying and
repairing all water leaks.

In Stage 2, Mandatory Reductions I, all customers are expected to reduce their water
use by 10% in comparison to their previous month’s water bill. In addition to continuing
to encourage all voluntary reduction actions, the following restrictions apply: irrigation is
limited to a half inch per week between 8PM and 8AM; outdoor use of drinking water for
washing impervious surfaces is prohibited; and all testing and training purposes
requiring drinking water (e.g. fire protection) will be limited.

In Stage 3, Mandatory Reductions II, customers must continue actions from all previous
stages and further reduce water use by 20% compared to their previous month’s water
bill. All non-essential uses of drinking water are banned and garden and landscape
irrigation must be reduced to the minimum amount necessary for survival.

In Stage 4, Emergency Reductions, customers must continue all actions from previous
stages and further reduce their water use by 25% compared to their previous month’s
water bill. A ban on all use of drinking water except to protect public health and safety is
implemented.

The goal of Stage 5, Water Rationing, is to provide drinking water to protect public
health (e.g. residences, residential health care facilities and correctional facilities). In
Stage 5, all customers are only permitted to use water at the minimum required for
public health protection. Firefighting is the only allowable outdoor water use and pickup

locations for distributing potable water will be announced according to Stoneville’s

Emergency Response Plan.

IV. Triggers

Stoneville is provided water solely by purchase from the Town of Mayodan. When the
Town of Mayodan declares a water shortage Stoneville is required to do so as well.
During this time Stoneville Town Manager will stay in close contact with Mayodan and

follow their triggers.

Return to Normal

When water shortage conditions have abated and the situation is returning to normal,
water conservation measures employed during each phase should be decreased in
reverse order of implementation. Permanent measures directed toward long-term
monitoring and conservation should be implemented or continued so that the
community will be in a better position to prevent shortages and respond to recurring

water shortage conditions.

V. Enforcement

The provisions of the water shortage response plan will be enforced by Town of
Stoneville personnel. Violators may be reported to the Town Hall. Citations are
assessed according to the following schedule depending on the number of prior

violations and current level of water shortage.

VI. Public Comment

Customers will have multiple opportunities to comment on the provisions of the water
shortage response plan. First, a draft plan will be will be available at Town Hall for

customers to view. A notice will be included in customer water bill notifying them of
such. All subsequent revisions to the draft plan will be published at least 30 days prior
to an adoption vote by Stoneville’s Town Council.

VII. Variance Protocols

Applications for water use variance requests are available from the Town Hall. All
applications must be submitted to the Town Hall for review by the Town Manager or his
designee. A decision to approve or deny individual variance requests will be determined
within two weeks of submittal after careful consideration of the following criteria: impact
on water demand, expected duration, alternative source options, social and economic
importance, purpose (i.e. necessary use of drinking water) and the prevention of
structural damage.

VIIl. Effectiveness

The effectiveness of the Stoneville water shortage response plan will be determined by
comparing the stated water conservation goals with observed water use reduction data.
Other factors to be considered include frequency of plan activation, any problem periods
without activation, total number of violation citations, desired reductions attained and
evaluation of demand reductions compared to the previous year’'s seasonal data.

IX. Revision

The water shortage response plan will be reviewed and revised as needed to adapt to
new circumstances affecting water supply and demand, following implementation of
emergency restrictions, and at a minimum of every five years in conjunction with the
updating of our Local Water Supply Plan. Further, a water shortage response planning
work group will review procedures following each emergency or rationing stage to
recommend any necessary improvements to the plan to Stoneville’s Town Council. The
Town of Stoneville Town Manager is responsible for initiating all subsequent revisions.
